Confirmation Program: Wednesday Evenings 4:30-5:45pm

Years 1 and 2

Every Wednesday night, the students will gather to dig into God’s word and learn about their Lutheran beliefs while studying Luther’s Small Catechism. It will be a time to connect with each other, connect with Christ, and connect with their Church. They will discover what their faith means to them and take ownership of their faith and beliefs. Through prayer, devotion, and relationships with each other, the youth will learn to develop a personal relationship with Jesus Christ.

Service Projects:

Throughout the year students will participate in various service projects to both the community and to St. Marks Church community. These projects include but are not limited to gathering items and packing boxes for military support packages, preparing and serving meals for our church at both Advent and Lent, and clean up projects around the church. Through these “hands-on” activities, youth will learn the Christ centered ethos of sacrificial service to others and to the church, as Christ has encouraged us to do. 

Retreats and Trips:

At various times during the year the youth will be invited to participate in a retreat or a fun event type trip. These include our annual spring retreat, snow tubing in the winter, roller skating in the spring, and possibly other events. Through these events, youth learn to develop relationships with their peers in a Christ centered environment in an attempt to help them grow Christ centered relationships in other aspects of their lives.

Year 3

Youth will spend their last year in the program covering specific ideas and concepts of the Bible and Luther’s Small Catechism with Pastor Tim Silber. Youth in this class will generally not be involved with in-class service projects with the students from years 1 and 2.
